(	FAILED ANOTHER RESTORE(*1)�A restoration on the slave side failed.


(	FD NOT INSERTED(*1)�FD isn’t inserted. Insert FD into the FDD.


(	BAD FD INSERTED�Inserted FD is not formatted. Format FD.


(	FILE READ ERROR�Read error occurred in FD. Make a retry.


If these messages are displayed, restoring from FD hasn’t been executed. Restore the system following the operation procedure.
