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LU setting for dual controller configuration.

When dual controller configuration (dual active mode), each LU have to be allocated to either controller that own that LU on the LU setting operation.

But when dual controller configuration (Hot standby mode), all LU are automatically allocated to the CTL-00. (When one of the controller blocked out, all LU are automatically allocated to the other controller.)
