(2)	To close the door, close each door slowly in the direction of the arrow ( � EMBED Word.Picture.6  ��� ) and press the door until the latched.

3.2.3	Replacing PDB
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The PDB weighs about 8 kg and its center of gravity is located high. When placing it on the floor, etc., be fully careful lest it should fall.


Tool : Phillips screwdriver (No.2)


(1)	Removing procedure


(a)	Open the front/rear door.


(b)	Disconnect cables connected to the PDB.�Turn off the circuit breaker on the power distribution board to which the power receiving end of the power cable is connected, or unplug the power cable.


(c)	Remove the stoppers by removing four screws (.�Loosen four screws ( and slide the plates in the directions of the arrows to the positions where they do not prevent the PDB from being removed, and then fasten the plates with the screws (.
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Make sure that the power has been turned off to prevent electric shocks.�Take full care of the cable connection.
