3.2.5	Replacing the RK type subsystem


Follow the procedure below to replace the RK type subsystem.

(	Mount the RK type subsystem on the rack frame from bottom to top (to prevent the rack frame from falling).


(	Use Santocar and the like to replace the RK type subsystem.
