3.3.2	Connecting the interface cables of the mounted subsystem


�Notice :	When bending the Fibre Channel cable to connect it, �give it a bend with a long radius (not less than 30 mm) �so as not to apply the cable and the connector an �excessive stress.


(1)	Pass the I/F cable through an opening for the external connection cables on the bottom of the rack frame, and pull it into the frame.


(2)	Connect the I/F cable to the specified connector of the I/F ADAPTER ASSY.


(3)	Clamp the I/F cable with a locking wire saddle, and route it.   When doing this, give the cable excess length to allow components to be replaced.   Besides, be careful not to bend the cable sharply.
