4.4	Installing UPDU in Rack Frame


Notice :	Install the PDU making it face the rear of the rack frame.


(1)	Align each mounting hole of the PDU with the hole on each pillar of the rack frame located at the center of the position for mounting the unit.


(2)	Fasten the PDU with binding screws (M5 × 10), nuts (M5) and washers. (Take care not to mistake an orientation of the washer )

4.5  Connecting power cables


(1)	Remove the screws ( and reorient it, when necessary, so that you can handle it easily. ( See Figure 4.5.1.)


(2)	Loosen the screw ( and insert the power cable into the strain relife ( See Figure 4.5.1.) (*1)


(3)	Tighten the screws ( and fasten the power cable.
