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�3.1	Procedures for Installing Rackmount Model with U6 Rack Frame

(1)	Procedures for installation

When installing or moving the subsystem, perform the work after ascertaining the tems included in the work shown below.
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Customers are requested to install the Failure Notification Program (including connection of the RS232C cables) by themselves.



(2)	Tools required

The following tools are required for the installation.

�3.2	Unpacking Rack Frame

The exterior of the packed rackframe is shown in the Figure 3.2.1.�The procedure for unpacking the U6 rack frame is shown below.

(1)	Remove the external packaging and packing materials.

(2)	Take the rack frame out of the polyethylene bag.

(3)	Check all items provided with the U6 rack frame against the table below.

�(2)	Inspecting the subsystem visually

Check the exterior of the subsystem visually for distortion or damage owing to the transport.

(3)	Checking contents of package

Check if the contents of the package (their model names, product serial numbers, and quantities) agree with those in the packing list shipped with the subsystem.





�3.3	Installing Rack Frame

3.3.1	Installation and maintenance areas

Figure 3.3.1 shows installation and maintenance areas for the DF-F500-U6 rack frame.

�3.3.2	Installing U6 rack frame

(1)	Move the unpacked subsystem to the site where it is to be installed.

When moving the subsystem, attach the stabilizers to prevent it from falling.

(2)		Removing stabilizers

(a)	Remove the bolts with an allen wrench.

(b)	Remove the stabilizers from subsystem.

Do not move the U6 rack frame without the stabilizers (to prevent the rack frame from falling.).�Keep the removed bolts and stabilizers. (They will be necessary when the rack frame is moved again later.)

�(3)	Settling the rack frame

Settle the rack frame in the installation site by adjusting the leveling bolts.

(a)	Turn the each leveling bolt in the direction shown by the arrow so that the clearance between the caster and the floor becomes 2.5mm.

(b)	Adjust the leveling volts so that the tilts of the subsystem to the front or rear and left or right become 0 ± 2mm.

�(4)	Installing the skirts

Make the bottom of the skirt contact the floor to prevent a trouble caused by an electrostatic discharge.

(a)	Fasten the skirt (F) with the binding screws.

(b)	Fasten the holder to the lower part on the side with binding screws.

(c)	Install the skirt (S)'s on the left and right sides of the subsystem.�To install the skirt (S), engage it with the holders of the frame by sliding it in the direction from rear to front.

(d)	Fasten the skirt (S) with the binding screws.

(e)	Install the skirt (R) by fitting its claws into the rectangular holes on the skirt (S).

(5)	Removing the decoration panels (1 U)

When the decorative panels have been attached, it is necessary to remove the one(s) attached to the location(s) where the subsystem(s) is to be mounted.

(a)	Pull the decorative panel toward you.

(b)	The decorative panel will be come off.



�(6)		Installing the rails (URHT5)

(a)	Slide the stopper in the direction shown by the arrow and temporarily fix it to the Rail (R) using the binding screws and LL washers ( (at two places.).

(b)	On the right side of the installation location in the rack frame, align the round holes of the Rail (R) with those of the rack frame and insert the fasteners (at four places in total in front and rear.).

(c)	Fasten the Rail (R) to the rack frame using the hexagon socket bolts and LL washers ( (at two places each on the front and rear sides.).

(d)	Install the Rail (L) to the rack frame in the same way.
