 When pair status change to “Duplex” or “Pending Duplex”, you need not to execute a remote 

copy operation again. The operation has completed correctly. 
 When pair status does not change to “Duplex” or “Pending Duplex”, it means that DCK 

discontinue the pair status change procedure in the cause of high traffic condition. You should be 
confirmed in it by SSBLOG (EC=C828, C410, C519) on SVP of the MCU. In that case, please 
execute a remote copy operation in the low traffic condition again.
