1. GENERAL

1.01  When the 1B- telephone console has been
installed, extend the D100B mounting cord
via an A50B connector cable to the cross-con-
necting terminal. At the terminal, the cable
should be tagged so as to be readily identified.

1.02 Dual colored cable conductors are shown
in this section. Where older, single-colored
conductors are encountered, the first color shown

for each conductor will serve as the identifying
color.

2. CONNECTIONS

2.01 Table A shows the connector cable from

attendant telephone consoles 1, 2, and 3,
respectively, and how the leads are to be termi-
nated on the connecting blocks at the cross-con-
necting terminal.
