quires a message rate and tip party identification 
feature. 

2.02 The 211L type has the standard dial number.

3.01 The 211-type set is arranged for, but not equipped with, a 61M filter for radio-frequency suppression. 
When this filter is required, remove the dial cord between Y of the dial and BK of the switchhook and 

conn.ect filter as shown in Fig. 7.
