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D-Link DE-650CT PCMCIA Ethernet Card Installation for OS/2 Warp Connect
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Introduction


For convenience, the INSTALL.EXE provided on the driver disk. The A:\INSTALL.EXE will install all of the relative drivers. INSTALL.EXE requires a DOS based environment to do the installation process.


The ODI DOS driver, NDIS DOS driver, and NDIS OS/2 driver are the only network operating system drivers that support an On-Line Hot-Swap function. Hot-swap allows the card to be removed and re-inserted with out reloading the driver. Eventhough the driver supports Hot-Swap your NOS may not support hot-swap.


DCD16.OS2:


DCD16.OS2 and DCDOPEN.OS2 are client drivers for IBM OS/2 Warp.


Requirements


A PCMCIA compatible Laptop


A PCMCIA chipset that is PCIC compatible (Intel, Cirrus, Vadem, and VLSI).


A DE-650CT (our single media cards are not supported, 650T and 650C)


A knowledge of basic OS/2 commands and editing text files


Minimum Skill Level


A knowledge of basic OS/2 commands


A knowledge of editing text files


A knowledge of OS/2 basic file structure (CONFIG.SYS)


A knowledge of the network driver configuration being used

Getting Started


OS/2 Warp Connect Installation


Install OS/2 Warp Connect.  Select Advanced Installation.


At System Configuration screen, install Serial Device Support.  DO NOT select PCMCIA Support at this time.


When the option to install Networking Support appears, select No.


Restart your computer when prompted.


After restart, select OS/2 Warp Selective Install to return to System Configuration.  Double check that Serial Support is installed.  If so, select PCMCIA Support.


Select PCMCIA System for your computer.  If not sure which one to select, contact the computer manufacturer.  Click OK, then INSTALL.


If any errors during restart, you may need to change PCMCIA System selection.  If no errors, double click Warp Connect Selective Install for Networking.


Select Advanced Installation.  Select Other adapter… when given network adapter list.  Follow instructions on screen to install driver. 


After D-Link DE-650CT appears on list, select Settings…


Enter the Network adapter address.  This can be found on the back of the DE-650CT card (00 80 C8 ……).  Enter any other information (IP address if installing TCP/IP, etc.), then select Install.  Do not insert the DE-650CT yet.  You will get errors on restart.  Simply confirm each and continue.


Double-click MPTS.  Select Configure…


Highlight each protocol listed under D-Link DE-650CT, select Edit and enter network adapter address.  This must be completed for each protocol.  Click OK, Close, then Exit.


Before shutdown, you will need to edit the PROTOCOL.INI located in the C:\IBMCOM directory.  Example:
