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INTRODUCTION

This is a hard process and takes time. to get to the motherboard fan, the motherboard need to be
completely disconnected from the computer. After, the motherboard is disconnected and taken out of
the computer, then you will be able to disconnect the fan and replace it. all the steps need to be

done with carefulness to avoid any wiring damage.

TOOLS:
Phillips #0 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Motherboard fans

@ Use a Phillips #0 driver to remove the 15 screws that hold the bottom cover:
e Eleven 2.5 mm length screws

Four 5 mm length screws

e Remove the bottom cover.

e Locate the battery.

e Locate the battery plug and unplug it carefully
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Step 3

e Locate the Hard drive
e Unplug it gently by lifting it up to unlock the black cover that connects it to the motherboard
& Be careful not to break the black cover because it can be broken easily

e Unplug the hard drive

@ unplug this wire carefully

e Unplug the brown wire located next to the previous wire. Unplug it gently by lifting it up to unlock
the black cover that connects it to the motherboard

@ unplug the selected wire. Unplug it gently by lifting it up to unlock the black cover that connects it
to the motherboard

Step 6

@ unplug the brown selected wire. Unplug it gently by lifting it up to unlock the black cover that

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Step 7

@ unplug the selected wire. Unplug it
gently by lifting it up to unlock the
black cover that connects it to the
motherboard

e Locate the selected wire and unplug it carefully

@ After you unscrew all the screws,
take the fan off to replace it.
