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Step 1 — Outer Casing

o Remove the five T9 15.5 mm
Screws.

Remove the single T9 19.5mm
SCrew.

o Remove the two T9 37mm screws.

Step 2

e Remove the drill casing to expose
the drill's interior parts.
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Step 3 — Driver Head

o Lift the driver head and motor assembly directly out of the outer casing.

e Pull the driver head away from the motor assembly, separating the two.
